RESOLVED,—

That the printing of Transactions be resumed, under the joint editorship
of Mr DAVID XIAING and Dr DANIEL WILSON, on a plan submitted to the
Council, which shall include an abstract of the Proceedings of the entire
Session, accompanied with illustrations of objects of special interest, under
the name of THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE SOCIETY OF ANTIQUARIES OF
SCOTLAND ; and that a Fasciculus be printed each Session, exclusively for
presentation to the Fellows, and for transmission to other Societies; re-
serving to the Council full power to print select papers, in continuation of
the Arch<Kologia Scotica, as often as the state of the funds and the number
of such communications shall render advisable.
