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Abstract

Taylor Wimpey Plc commissioned SUAT Ltd to undertake an archaeological evaluation of an area of land east of Frankfield Loch, Stepps, Glasgow.  The work was carried out between the 29th October and the 6th of November 2007 in reasonable weather conditions.  
A total of 25 trenches (mostly 50m x 2m) were excavated in an area measuring 4.9 hectares.  The evaluation revealed a landscape which had been well ploughed in the early modern period.  The remains of a 19th century brick building were found to the east of the site which probably related to a small railway called “Mineral Railway” on the 1899 OS map. A large L-shaped ditch, probably a field enclosure or boundary, was encountered in the middle of the site which contained no obvious datable material.  Samples from this feature were recovered for analysis.       
The site code was SP02. 

1 Background

1.1 Introduction

Taylor Wimpey Plc commissioned SUAT Ltd to undertake an archaeological evaluation at Stepps, Glasgow.  The proposed development area is a green field site 4.9ha in size located east of Frankfield Loch, centred on NGR NS 6580 6790.  The work (SUAT site code SP02) was undertaken in reasonable weather conditions (some rain) during the period from October 29th to November 6th 2007.  The requirement was to evaluate 5% of the available area, that is 2,450m².  

The work was designed to satisfy the archaeological condition on development application reference N/06/00345/FUL. 
1.2 Aims and Objectives

The main aim of this investigation was to establish the presence/absence, date, character and quality of any archaeological remains surviving within the development area.  The results of this investigation will be used to inform future mitigation strategies for the proposed development.  

1.3 Reporting

The present document has been prepared as the final report on this evaluation.  Copies will be sent to the client, The Royal Commission on the Ancient and Historical Monuments of Scotland and the local authority Sites and Monuments Record.  

1.4 Planning and Curatorial Issues

This is the evaluation part of a programme of archaeological work designed to satisfy the outstanding archaeological condition on the planning consent for this development

2 Details of Work 

2.1 The Site (Illus 2)

The evaluation area comprised an L-shaped piece of land to the east of Frankfield Loch.  To the north and north-east the site was bordered by a narrow lane of tarmac called Loch Road; to the north-west Loch Road was being re-built and widened next to Frankfield Loch.  The site sloped gently down towards Frankfield Loch to the east and towards boggy land to the north.  The southern half of the site had recently been covered in young woodland; this had been cleared away by the time the evaluation started.  The northern and eastern parts of the site had recently been covered in dense scrub and brushwood; this had also been cleared away by the time work commenced.  In the middle of the site lay a double banked field boundary running northeast-southwest.  Several large beech trees had been growing on this boundary before the recent tree clearance.  
2.2 Archaeological Potential

The previous survey work undertaken by SUAT (Chaper 9, Frankfield Loch: environmental statement, 2003) showed that the area underwent development before the emergence of modern archaeological techniques, and thus our knowledge of the area is incomplete.  The main potential for previously undiscovered archaeology lay in the possibility of finding prehistoric remains in areas topographically suited to settlement or ritual use, which were likely to be plough-truncated through later land use.  This pattern has been known to occur in other parts of the Glasgow conurbation, and the undulating terrain in the less immediate vicinity of the site has produced a range of sites and artefacts dating from the Mesolithic to Early Historic periods in the past.

2.3 Archaeological Method

Trenches were excavated once the trees had been cleared from the site (not by SUAT).  A total of 25 trenches (most 50m x 2m, T1 30m x 2m, T4 59m x 2m) were excavated using a tracked 360 degrees (hymac) digger equipped with a toothless ditching bucket.  All such excavation was monitored by a SUAT archaeologist, and archaeological features thus exposed were further investigated by hand and recorded photographically and in detailed notes, and drawn at an appropriate scale in plan and in section.  Frequent repetitive features such as field drains and plough furrows/scars were only excavated and fully recorded in the first few trenches; once the nature of these features and their recent date became clear, they were only recorded in plan.  The locations of the trenches were recorded using a tablet PC running Penmap connected to a total station.     
2.4 Results of Investigations

Trench 1
A short NE-SW trench to in the southern part of the site.  This contained a modern field boundary ditch [0104] running east-west in the NE end of the trench, this feature contained coal.  A small posthole [0102] with no dating evidence was found next to [0104].  The trench also contained irregularly shaped deposits containing coal and china and these were presumed to be modern.    

Trench 2
A N-S trench in the southern part of the site.  This contained a narrow slightly curved ditch [0202] which contained pieces of china and was presumed to be modern. The trench also contained two plough furrows and field drains.
Trench 3

A N-S trench in the southern part of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough furrows. 

Trench 4
A long N-S trench in the southern part of the site.  This trench contained two discrete round features: [0408] contained modern glass, [0410] was irregular and shallow.  To the S end of the trench was a linear ditch: [0404] running W-E which cut through a plough furrow and contained pieces of coal and CBM; it was presumed modern.  The trench also contained plough furrows and field drains.  
Trench 5

A NE-SW trench in the southern part of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough furrows.
Trench 6

A NE-SW trench in the southern part of the site.  This trench contained a small sub-circular scooped feature [0612] with no dating evidence.  The rest of the trench contained land drains, plough furrows and a test pit.
Trench 7

A roughly NE-SW trench near the middle of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough furrows and scars.
Trench 8

A NW-SE trench near the middle of the site but close to the western edge.  This trench contained a shallow, roughly oval feature [0816] which was probably a vegetation hole.  An iron hinge was found in (or at the very top of) the natural clay half way along the trench.  The rest of the trench contained land drains, a test pit and plough furrows and scars.    
Trench 9

A NW-SE trench near the middle of the site but close to the western edge of the site and north of Trench 9.  This trench contained a small irregular feature [0903] at the northern end with a blue/black silty clay fill; the feature is probably the result of natural vegetation near the loch edge.  
Trench 10

A NW-SE trench in the north-west part of the site.  This trench contained three irregular features with similar fills to [0903]: they probably represent evidence of natural vegetation near the loch edge.  The rest of the trench contained land drains, a test pit and plough furrows and scars.  
Trench 11

A NE-SW trench in the middle of the site.  This trench contained land drains, a modern pit with glass [1117] and plough furrows and scars.
Trench 12

A NE-SW trench in the middle of the site.  This trench contained land drains, a probable vegetation hole [1204] and plough furrows and scars. The NE end of this trench was cut through the west bank of the central field boundary.
Trench 13

An E-W trench in the middle of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough furrows and scars. The E end of this trench was cut through the west bank of the central field boundary.
Trench 14

An E-W trench in the middle of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough scars. 
Trench 15

A roughly NW-SE trench in the northern part of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough furrows and scars.  
Trench 16

A N-S trench in the middle of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough scars.  The plough scars crisscrossed each other in two different directions. 
Trench 17

A roughly E-W trench in the eastern part of the site.  This trench contained land drains and plough scars.
Trench 18

A NW-SE trench in the middle of the site.  This trench contained four discrete oval and sub-rounded features [1803, 1805, 1807, 1810].  These features did not look like postholes (most had irregular bases and gentle sides) and were probably formed by vegetation.  [1807] contained lots of charcoal and a sample of its fill has been sent for analysis.  The rest of the trench contained land drains and plough scars and furrows.   
Trench 19

A roughly E-W trench in the eastern part of the site.  This trench contained land drains, plough scars and a test pit.
Trench 20

A NW-SE trench in the centre of the site.  The most important feature in this trench was a long L-shaped ditch [2021] which extended into Trench 22 (here the feature was numbered [2203]).  This feature provided no obvious dating evidence.  The ditch was best preserved around its corner where the darker upper fill was thickest and where the cut was deepest.  Extensions were made to Trench 20 in order to expose the northern limit of this feature and also to follow [2021] into Trench 22.  Two thirds of the way along the N extension was a 2m wide gap in the ditch.  There were three distinct deposits on the inside of the corner of [2021]: a white grey mottled clay, a dark grey mottled clay and a black sandy silt (probably representing decayed vegetation). Trench 20 also contained a shallow oval feature [2017] and a narrow gully [2019] cut by [2021].  These features were both located near the curve in [2021] and neither contained dating evidence.  The rest of the trench contained land drains, plough scars and furrows.       
Trench 21

A roughly E-W trench in the eastern part of the site, just north of Trench 19.  This trench contained a triangular feature [2113] which was probably a stone hole.  The rest of the trench contained land drains and plough furrows.   
Trench 22

A W-E trench in the middle of the site, west of Trench 20.  This trench followed the ditch [2021/2203] which extended uninterrupted for the entire length of this trench.  The trench cut through the field boundary and [2203] lay under or was cut by this feature.  The rest of the trench contained land drains.  
Trench 23

A NW-SE trench in the far eastern part of the site.  The NW end of this trench contained the outline of a demolished brick building (2303) and a wall running on the same alignment just to the SE (2306).  An area of ash and cinders lay to the SE of the brick wall (2307).  The middle of the building contained a rubble fill with tile fragments (2304).  The rest of the trench was empty.
Trench 24

A NW-SE trench in the northern part of the site.  The trench contained land drains, plough scars and furrows
Trench 25

A NW-SE trench in the northern part of the site.  The trench contained land drains, plough scars and furrows
3 Interpretation

3.1 The Ploughed Landscape
The landscape east of Frankfield Loch appears to have been subjected to intensive arable activity in the recent past.  Many of the plough furrows and scars produced coal fragments and frequent sherds of early modern pottery (one piece of possible post-medieval pottery also found) and so it seems likely, given the lack of earlier pottery, that the landscape was first ploughed in the early modern period.  The furrows on this site reflect where the old plough soil has survived, the individual plough scars being hidden beneath them (see Illus 5).  The trenches which lack furrows but contain scars (mainly higher up the hill) probably reflect where old plough soils were naturally thinner or have since been eroded.  The fields have been well drained by early modern field drains which may be a sign that the land was boggy before they were installed.  This may go some way to explaining why there is a lack of evidence for earlier cultivation.  The lack of plough scars in Trench 10 and the presence of probable vegetation holes suggest that this NW region was wet in the recent past, possibly when loch levels were higher.  

The field boundary in the middle of the site seems to have been a dividing line in the ploughed landscape, possibly an avenue of trees belonging to Frankfield estate.  
3.2 The Brick Building

The brick building and wall in Trench 23 probably relate to the “Mineral Railway” which we know ran past this part of the site in the 19th century.  The building may have been used for storage of equipment, materials or even water for use on the railway.  The wall may have been a revetment for the yard around this building that could have been built into the hillside.    

3.3 The L-shaped Feature
This feature is too large to be the footprint of a building or structure; instead it is possible that it represents a rectangular field enclosure or L-shaped boundary.  One problem of interpreting [2021] as an enclosure is the fact that both arms of the feature run downhill, whilst an enclosure would be expected to follow the contours of the hill.  The lack of dating evidence remains a problem for interpreting this feature though the analysis of its fills may shed further light on this subject.  It is possible that the gap found in the northern extension of Trench 20 might reflect an entrance into the enclosure, though the gap may have been caused by field drain disturbance.  The function of the gully [2019] which was cut by the ditch remains unknown because very little of it survived.   
4 Conclusions and Recommendations

The archaeology of this site represents an early modern landscape which was well drained to improve arable fields which once covered the site.  The brick building to the east reflects the increasing industrialisation of the area in the 19th century.  The function of the L-shaped ditch remains unclear but given its length, it probably represents a field enclosure or boundary, possibly of medieval date or earlier.  
4.1 Recommendations for Further Work

It is recommended that watching briefs be carried out on areas surrounding the brick building and the L-shaped enclosure.  However, the final decision ultimately rests with Carol Swanson, the local area Archaeologist.
