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SUMMARY

An archaeological desk-based assessment was carried out on Filwood Park Playing Fields, which are located to the south of Creswicke Road in the south Bristol suburb of Filwood. The landowner is proposing to landscape and re-turf the site. 
Documentary and cartographic evidence suggests that the land was probably always farmland up to the time it was converted into playing fields in the 1930’s. A trawl of the Bristol City Council Historic Environment Record (HER) showed five archaeological entries located within the study area. In 1982 an excavation (Williams 1983; HER 20253) revealed evidence of a 2nd-4th century AD Romano-British settlement (HER 2011M), which was thought to extend over at least 12 hectares. Also just outside the study area (to the south) is the site of Filwood Farm (HER 2804M), which may be the site of a medieval grange belonging to Keynsham Abbey.

The results of this assessment indicate that the study area lies within an area of high archaeological potential, particularly relating to the Roman and medieval periods, for which abundant evidence has been found by previous archaeological interventions.
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
