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SUMMARY

An archaeological building assessment was carried out at Prince William House, 30-34 Colston Street, Bristol. The standing building was found to date from 1897-8, it was  gutted by a fire in 1913 and rebuilt by 1915. The building escaped damage in the blitz and was extensively refurbished in the early 1980s. The sub-basement contains elements of the original building and the restored roof structure has features dating from the 1915 re-build.  
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
