Assessment of animal bone recovered from excavations at Mint St Adventure Playground,
London Borough of Southwark (MNS17)

Kevin Rielly, August 2017

Introduction

The site was situated the adventure playground alongside Mint Street, bordered to the north by Lant
Street and Southwark Bridge Road to the east. A small number of deposits provided evidence for post-
medieval activity. The finds included a few animal bones, all of which were recovered by hand. These
were well preserved and minimally fragmented.

Methodology

The bone was recorded to species/taxonomic category where possible and to size class in the case of
unidentifiable bones such as ribs, fragments of longbone shaft and the majority of vertebra fragments.
Recording follows the established techniques whereby details of the element, species, bone portion,
state of fusion, wear of the dentition, anatomical measurements and taphonomic including natural and
anthropogenic modifications to the bone were registered.

Description of the bones

A total of 5 bones were hand recovered from 2 deposits — as shown in Table 1. The pig canine from
(2) is clearly from an adult sow, while the cattle humerus and the cattle-size rib from (15) are both
large, perhaps signifying bones from ‘improved’ animals (see Conclusions).

Conclusions

This collection is clearly too small to provide more than cursory information on animal usage in this
area. The dating is rather slight, limited to a rather general post-medieval occupation period. Aspects
of the collection from deposit (15) would suggest this deposit, at least, dates no earlier than the latter
part of the 18" century. This is shown by the presence of large cattle; these representing examples of
‘improved’ stock, the culmination of 18™ century selective breeding programmes creating the forbears
of the modern breeds (see Rixson 2000, 215).

No further work is recommended.

The small assemblage (5 fragments, 10.45 kg) consists of pieces of late post medieval building
material. A small tessera made of slate from North Wales was collected from [8], and is probably
associated to a Victorian tessellated mosaic.

Four post Great fire bricks came from structures [10] and [17]; the bricks are frogged and well done,
bonded with a hard mortar, suggesting an early 19th to early 20th century date.

The value of this small assemblage reflects the late post medieval and modern development in
Southwark. No further work recommended.
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Clay tobacco pipe assessment (MNS17)

Clay tobacco pipes were only represented in the assemblage as five stems and found in two contexts. Deposit
[7] produced a single medium-thick stem with a medium sized bore, while context [8] produced four stems of
either medium-thick or medium thicknesses and all have medium sized bores. The stems found in both
contexts can only be broadly dated to the period c. 1580-1740. The material has no significance, its only
potential is to broadly date the context it was found in and there are no recommendations for further work on

the stems.
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Pottery Assessment (MNS17)

Chris Jarrett

Introduction

The pottery assemblage consists of 16 sherds, representing 15 estimated number of vessels (ENV) and
weighing 756g. The pottery dates solely to the post-medieval period. The condition of the pottery is good and
despite only sherd material being represented, the majority of the sherds could be assigned to a vessel shape.
It is most likely that the pottery was subjected to secondary and tertiary deposition processes. The pottery was
recovered from four contexts as small (30 sherds or less) sized groups. The ceramics were recorded in detail
in a database format and defined using Museum of London Archaeology (2014) coding systems. It is
discussed as an index.
