Stobbs Farm, Gorebridge: Evaluation and Excavation Data Structure Report

1.
NON-TECHNICAL SUMMARY

1.1 An archaeological evaluation was carried out prior to a residential development at Stobbs Farm (AOC Project title), lying to the west of Gorebridge, Midlothian. Thirty-one trial trenches totalling 6000 m2 were excavated over 12 ha of former agricultural land (Figure 1), identifying a series of walls associated with building debris and a blocked up waterway.
1.2 Following on from, and based on the results of the evaluation, an archaeological excavation was carried out on the features identified (Figures 2-6). The excavation recorded the remnants of three buildings and an enclosure wall, as well as a blocked up waterway which was partially filled with building debris and Victorian ceramic and glass.
2.
INTRODUCTION

2.1 Project Background

2.1.1
A programme of archaeological works was required by Taylor Woodrow in meeting the terms of  planning condition on planning consent (05/10515/9/FUL) for  a residential development on an area of ground lying to the north-east of the town of Gorebridge, Midlothian (NGR: NT 350 617; Figure 1). The application area is bounded by modern development to the south-east and south-west and agricultural land to the north and south (Figure 1).
2.1.2
The development area lies within the administrative area of Midlothian Council, which is advised on archaeological matters by the Mr David Connolly, Assistant Archaeological Officer with Community Services, East Lothian Council. The work required was in accordance with NPPG 5 (SOEnd 1994), NPPG 18 (SODD 1999) and PAN 42 (SOEnd 1994a) in determining the nature, extent, condition, date and significance of any archaeological remains within the development area.

2.1.3
The development area comprises an undulating field which was formerly used as agricultural land. It is now overgrown, although the area has been subject to both bore-holing and some level of topsoil stripping in the recent past. 
2.2 Archaeological and historical background

2.2.1
Prior to these archaeological works, the proposed development area contained only a single known archaeological site comprising ploughed-reduced field boundaries and a trackway (NMRS NT 36 SE 138). The features are all depicted on the 1st edition of the Ordnance Survey (OS) 6-inch map (Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1864, Figure 9) and have been recorded as cropmarks on oblique aerial photography (RCAHMSAP 2000). Circular cropmarks identified across the field are thought to be associated with mining (1st Edition OS Map Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1854, Figure 9).

2.2.2
Cartographic evidence records buildings within the northern part of the field from at least the 18th century (Laurie, J 1766, Figure 7), while the 1st Edition OS depicts a complex of four buildings, part of an enclosing wall and a stream or waterway (Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1854, Figure 9). The complex is also identifiable on the Kirkwood Map of 1817 (Figure 8). All four of the buildings identified on the OS 1st Edition are present on the OS 2nd Edition, although the waterway feature is no longer present (OS Edinburghshire Sheet 32, 14.3, 1898, Figure 10). 
2.2.3
Despite there being no direct evidence for prehistoric, medieval or post-medieval remains within the remaining development area, the range, time-depth and importance of archaeological features in the surrounding area suggested a significant possibility of archaeological material, as yet unknown in the historical, cartographic or aerial photographic record to survive within this land parcel.   
3. METHOD

3.1 Evaluation
3.1.1 The scale of the trenching was determined at the 5% sample level (minimum 3000 m2) in consultation with Mr David Connelly (Written Scheme of Investigation - AOC 2007 a). The trial trenching was undertaken according to AOC Archaeology Group’s standard evaluation practice. Ground reduction was by means of one 13 tonne 360o tracked excavator equipped with a toothless ditching bucket with a width of 2.0 m. Excavation was carried out in shallow spits until the first significant archaeological horizon or natural subsoil was encountered. All machine excavation was supervised by an experienced field archaeologist. 
3.2
Excavation
3.2.1
The scale of the excavation was determined in consultation with Mr David Connelly was based on the findings of the evaluation and comprised the machine excavation of an area 35 m north to south by 80 m east to west (Written Scheme of Investigation - AOC 2007 b). The overburden was removed from the identified buildings by means of two 13 tonne 360o tracked excavators equipped with a toothless ditching buckets.
4 RESULTS

4.1.1
The fieldwork was undertaken in two stages (evaluation and excavation) during May and June 2007. Generally the weather conditions remained dry. A total of 31 evaluation trenches were excavated exposing a total basal area of 6000 m2. The topsoil across the site was generally 0.30 to 0.50 m in depth with a gradual boundary, perhaps remnant B-horizon, to the underlying natural subsoil. The natural subsoil generally comprised orange / light brown clayey sand with gravel and small stone inclusions. The summary trench descriptions can be read in Appendix 1 with trench locations illustrated in Figure 1. 
4.1.2
The various data gathered from the evaluation and excavation are presented in the Appendices; trench descriptions (Appendix 1); context descriptions (Appendix 2) photographic record (Appendix 3), small finds register (Appendix 4), sample register (Appendix 5) and Discovery and Excavation in Scotland entry (Appendix 6).

4.2
Evaluation

4.2.1
The topsoil depth varied measuring between 0.20 and 0.40 m deep depending on local topography. The topsoil comprised a brown black silt with frequent rounded rock inclusions overlying a natural subsoil of orange clay. Bedrock was exposed in various locations. Across the majority of the site the topsoil was found to contain building debris and modern detritus. 

4.2.2
The evaluation was successful in identifying the remnants of the Stobgreen complex identified on the 1st edition OS Map (1854). The complex was identified to the immediate south of Monteith House and comprised the remnants of three individual buildings and a blocked up stream or water course.
4.2.3
The three identified buildings comprised mortar-bonded sandstone walls underlying building debris and detritus. All three were severely truncated by agricultural practices.
4.2.4 Despite good archaeological visibility in the exposed subsoil surface no other significant archaeological features were observed. Similarly no significant artefactual material was unearthed.
4.3 Excavation

4.3.1 The excavation comprised the topsoil stripping of a discreet area to the immediate south of Monteith House, in the location previously occupied by the Stobgreen complex (OS Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1854; Figure 9). 

4.3.2 Whereas the evaluation identified fragments of the site, the excavation works revealed the entire surviving complex, enabling a more thorough record of the features to be made. 
4.3.3 The features identified and subsequently excavated comprised the fragmentary remains of three buildings, an enclosing wall and a blocked up waterway. 
4.3.4 Building [1005] (Figure 4) comprised the fragmentary remains of a structure represented on the 1st Edition OS Map (Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1854; Figure 9). The building comprised a slight, shallow square shaped construction cut [1007], excavated into the slope,  measuring approximately 5.30 m east to west by 6 m (where surviving) north to south. Although the majority of the building walls had been truncated to the extent that nothing survived, part of the western [1008] and northern [1014] walls were identified. Wall [1008] was aligned north to south and was built on to the clay natural. The wall survived for a 4.40 m section, measuring 0.68 m in width and up to 0.25 m high. The internal face of the wall was lined with plaster and abutted by the internal flooring consisting of square paving overlying a levelling surface of sand [1033]. The northern wall [1014] survived as an area of mortar-bonded stone with a possible threshold stone [1015]. No other internal features were identified.  
4.3.5 Building [1016] (Figure 5) comprised a mortar-bonded sandstone structure also identified on the 1st Edition OS Map (Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1854; Figure 9). In comparison to Building [1005], the walls appeared to have been built in a slight square cut [1017], with the walls being laid on to the natural clay. The majority of the south-west of the building had been removed, leaving only the foundations of the northern and eastern walls upstanding. The northern wall [1017], aligned east to west, was built of mortar-bonded sandstone survived for up to 6 m in length by 0.40 m in width. The eastern wall [1019], aligned north to south, survived for up to 6 m in length by 0.40 m wide, but is truncated to the east by a rubble drain [1022]. Wall [1019] contained a 0.80 m gap [1029] believed to be the entrance to the building. Although no floor levels survived two adjoining cuts, [1020] and [1025], were identified in the natural within the building. Both the cuts was lined and capped with stone, suggesting that the features represent drains contemporary with the building. 
4.3.6 Building [1034] (Figure 6) was the least well preserved building, comprising only a single north to south aligned wall [1032] within a probable square construction cut [1035]. The surviving construction cut measured 15 m by 8 m and was filled by building debris. The presence of live services immediately north of the structure prevented further excavation but it is presumed that the feature continued to the north. 
4.3.7 A north to south aligned wall [1030] (Figures 3 & 6) identified to the immediate north of Building [1016] measured 12 m in length by 0.80 m in width. The wall was build in to construction cut [1031].This is the dry-stane wall, probably a boundary, shown on the 1st Edition OS Map (Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1854; Figure 9).
4.3.8 A large pit [1023] (Figure 3) was identified between Buildings [1005] and [1034]. The sub-circular pit measured 2.30 m in length by 0.80 m in width by up to 0.40 m deep. It contained a single fill comprising a black silt with inclusions of modern white ceramic, glass and a sink.
4.3.9 A large cut feature [1010] was excavated to the immediate west of Structure [1005], the cut running right up to wall [1005] (Figure 3). The cut measured 7 m north to south by 3.40 m east to west by up to 1.40 m in depth. The pit, which contained post-Medieval clay pipe and a single fragment of green glaze pottery, was filled by three separate contexts [1011], [1012] and [1013]. Although the pit contained no obvious indication as to its use or origin, its proximity to Structure [1005] may suggest that it is probably contemporary.
4.3.10 A blocked up waterway [1003] identified as a track on the 1st Edition OS Map (Edinburghshire Sheet xiii, 1854, Figure 9) was investigated and recorded. The waterway was aligned from an area prone to flooding due a probable spring in the north to the south-east of the field. The feature measured between 3 - 6 m in width by 1.20 - 1.40 m in depth and had a ceramic drain running along its base. Aligned approximately north-west to south-east, it contained only a single fill of black silt [1004] containing modern white ceramic, fragments of clay pipe and building debris. The material identified in the fill probably represents the building debris from the Stobgreen complex, deposited either deliberately or by plough action. It seems likely that the feature was used to direct, and subsequently take advantage a natural spring, and this may be either as a fresh water supply for a domestic dwelling or for a possible mill building.
5
CONCLUSION & RECOMMENDATIONS

5.1
The archaeological works completed at Stobbs Farm, Gorebridge have revealed a series of buildings and features relating to the 18th to 19th century.  These findings support the cartographic evidence which records a series of buildings and associated linear feature from at least the 18th century (see Laurie, A Plan of Edinburgh and Places adjacent, Edinburgh, Figure 7). Unfortunately, due to a combination of demolition and agricultural practices little has survived. For this reason the specific function of each building is unknown. The development of the Stobbsgreen complex and possibly associated Monteith House during the 19th century paralleled a series of agricultural improvements and the opening up of coal mines in the immediate area. By the mid-19th century landowners were draining huge areas of land, hedges were being removed to increase field sizes and industrial machinery such as threshing machines had been introduced (Martins 2004, 57-9). The layout and use of buildings such as those identified at Stobbsgreen are known throughout Scotland, the longer buildings representing probable workers cottages for either farm or mine workers and the smaller examples storage structures. However, the observation of domestic plates and domestic rubbish during the archaeological works would suggest that the buildings had at least a residential function, while the rural location would suggest that the complex could be associated with either agriculture or the local mining industry.  
5.2
 No further archaeological works are considered necessary.
