Old Coating and Blending Works, Dock Road, Berwick upon Tweed

Two test pit were excavated with a JCB 3CX mechanical excavator within the grassed area, to the east of the surrounding the buildings of the Old Coating and Blending Works.  No archaeological deposits were identified.

Trench 1 was located approximately 5 m south east of the river bank of the Tweed.  The trench was 2.70 m by 1.60 m and went to a depth of 2.80 m (1.42 m O.D).

Trench 2 was located approximately 3 m to the south east of Trench 1.  The trench was 2.70 m by 1.60 m and went to a depth of 2.30 m (1.79 m O.D).

No archaeological deposits were encountered.
