No major changes by 1923 other

than the loss of some small

buildings - a southern extension to

the stable block and two buildings

in the west farmyard, one west of

the house and another to the south

west of the site.

The only other change was a re-

arrangement of the yard to the west of

the east barn to close it off from the

house and it was possibly when

the doorway in the roadside

wall  was installed.
