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Abstract

Keppie Planning Ltd, on behalf of their client, Craighead Properties Ltd, commissioned SUAT Ltd to undertake an archaeological evaluation on the site of a proposed mixed use development at Craighead, Blantyre, South Lanarkshire.  The proposed development comprises a soccer training facility, flats and housing, a hotel and country club with associated access, parking and landscaping, and the provision of a Clyde Walkway link.  The site covers an area of 19.6 hectares mainly arable, but also includes the site formerly occupied by the mansion of Craighead House and its associated outbuildings, designed landscape and walled garden.  The house and most of the outbuildings were demolished in 2001 or 2002 but the walled garden was still upstanding at the time of the evaluation.  SUAT had completed a desk-based assessment, and a walkover took place on 26 March 2008.
The evaluation (SUAT site code BY01) took place over the period of 31st March to 10th April.  In total 91 trenches were excavated the majority of which were 40m long and 2m wide.  Trenches within the arable fields found 19th-20th century pottery scattered in the topsoil and field drains cut into the natural boulder clay.  There was however deep recent infilling over a dip in the former ground surface in the SW corner of the site, and some 19th century disturbance around the upstanding remains of a former lodge.  Two walls found in the south field were considered to be boundary walls.  Nothing of archaeological significance was found in the arable fields.
Trenches around the site of Craighead House and the walled garden revealed walls, floors, drains and other services relating to Craighead House and possibly its predecessor, the W side of which is considered to be partly preserved in the E wall of the walled garden.  No archaeological features or other dating evidence earlier than 18th-19th centuries was found in this area.  One undated small circular feature was located to the E of the site of Craighead House.
A survey of the walled garden was recommended, as it appeared to contain elements of the 18th century predecessor of Craighead House within the elements of its E wall.  The survey was undertaken over four days during the period of 30th April to 6th May 2008.
1 Background

1.1 Introduction

Keppie Planning Ltd, on behalf of their client, Craighead Properties Ltd, commissioned SUAT Ltd to undertake an archaeological evaluation on the site of a proposed mixed use development at Craighead, Blantyre, South Lanarkshire, centred on NGR NS 7050 5775.  The proposed development comprises a soccer training facility, flats and housing, a hotel and country club with associated access, parking and landscaping, and the provision of a Clyde Walkway link.  The site comprises an area of 19.6 hectares in total, and was formerly occupied by the mansion of Craighead House and its associated outbuildings and designed landscape, including a walled garden.  The house and most of the outbuildings were demolished in 2001 or 2002.  The remainder of site comprises arable fields.  The requirement was to evaluate 5% of the available area.  In total 91 trenches were excavated during the period 31st March to 10th April 2008.  .During this time the ground was saturated, and water ingress and general slipping and sliding of the machines hampered the trench excavation and backfilling.  Special attention was paid to the area around the site of Craighead House, the formal gardens and the walled garden.
In addition to the evaluation a desk-based assessment, a walkover and a photographic and EDM survey of the walled garden were also undertaken by SUAT.  The results of the walkover and walled garden survey are included in this report.
1.2 Aims and Objectives

The main aim of the evaluation was to establish the presence/absence, date, character and quality of any archaeological remains surviving within the proposed development area.  The walkover was carried out to identify any further areas of archaeological concern and to aid in the positioning of the evaluation trenches.  The walled garden survey was undertaken to record the garden remains, especially those associated with the garden’s E wall.
1.3 Reporting

The present document has been prepared as a final report on the walkover, evaluation and walled garden survey and will be sent to the client, The Royal Commission on the Ancient and Historical Monuments of Scotland, West of Scotland Archaeological Service and South Lanarkshire Council.  This report supersedes an interim report sent to West of Scotland Archaeological Service (WoSAS) 18th April 2008.
1.4 Planning and Curatorial Issues

The archaeological work was designed to satisfy the outstanding archaeological condition on the planning consent for this development, as noted by WoSAS, application reference HM/06/0665/, dated 20th March 2007, submitted to South Lanarkshire Council.

2 Details of Work 

2.1 The Site (Illus 1)

The area of the proposed development, centred on OS NGR NS 7050 5775, is approximately 19.6 hectares and is bounded by the River Clyde to the N and E, the A725 East Kilbride expressway to the south, and an industrial development and former railway embankment to the west.  It comprises arable fields, an area of woodland and the formal gardens surrounding the site of the now demolished Craighead House.
2.2 Archaeological Potential

An archaeological desk-based assessment for this site was carried out by SUAT, Archaeological Desk-Based Assessment The Retreat, Craighead BLANTYRE, South Lanarkshire BY01 (SUAT unpublished archive report 2008).

The desk-based assessment proposed that an archaeological evaluation of the proposed development area should be undertaken to ascertain the nature and date of any features of archaeological interest.  In particular the sites of Craighead House and the former house and the other outbuildings of the estate should be investigated for any remains and dating evidence of the 18th-century house or farm and its associated structures.

2.3 Archaeological Method

An initial site walkover was undertaken to target the location of evaluation trenches.  A 5% sample of the available area of 19.6 hectares was trenched using two 360º excavators equipped with toothless ditching buckets.  Each machine was controlled and monitored by two archaeologists.  Ninety-one trenches (the majority 40m long and 2m wide) were excavated to the top of the first recognisable archaeological horizon or natural deposits.  If required, hand excavation then took place to assess the nature and date of the horizon.  Trenches were drawn to a scale of 1:100 and if required features were drawn at 1:20 and some sections at 1:10.  A photographic record (digital images) of each trench and relevant features was made.
3 Results of Fieldwork

3.1 Site Walkover (Illus 2 and 3)
The walkover was conducted on 26th March 2008 in overcast conditions with some light drizzle.  The ground conditions were generally firm and dry, although the field to the S of the drive was partially waterlogged.  The site comprised three fields of improved pasture, a walled garden and drives, paths and tree plantations associated with the former Craighead House.  There was no evidence that the fields had been used for pasture recently, although the southern field had been used for horse riding/jumping.  On the day of the walkover, the farmer was cutting the grass in the fields.  A haul road had been constructed to provide access to the nearby railway viaduct for plant involved in demolishing the three southern piers.

The site of Craighead House (Sites 1 and 21) is covered in a mound of rubble, 55m long, 40m wide and 2m high.  Some stray pieces of the rubble, including ashlar stones have fallen down the wooded slope on to the former paths to the north.

The four walls of the walled garden (Site 3) survive virtually intact.  They comprise roughly coursed stone rubble with copestones.  The entrance is in the S wall, approached by a kerbed track from the main drive.  There is a brick repair on the west wall near its N end.  Near the W end of the N wall is a boarded-up entrance, one side of which retains its gate or door jamb.  The outer face of the N wall contains openings and blocked openings, probably relating to a former boiler house.  The outer face of the E wall retains features of the range of buildings (Site 4) that were formerly attached to it, including glazed white bricks.  In the SE corner of the walled garden is a roofless, two-celled, single-storey structure of coursed rubble construction.  Attached to the S wall is the floor of a former glass house (Site 20) (see below, Trench 56).  The interior of the walled garden is overgrown.  Immature evergreen trees are growing around the walls.

The circular domed roof of the icehouse (Site 5) is planted with daffodils.

The lodge (Site 6) is a single-storey, roofless structure.  The lodge seems to have originally comprised a rectangular, ashlar-built core, with an ashlar extension to the E, coursed rubble extensions to the N and W and an ashlar coal-cellar to the SW.  The interior eventually comprised four rooms.  The NE corner was rounded and corbelled out at the top.  The walls are 0.7m thick.  The S wall stands 2.1m high to the copestones, while the E wall retains its skews.  Two fireplaces survive, in the later E wall and in the original E wall; the latter fireplace retains its grate.  The foundations of a brick porch survive at the door in the S wall.  Attached to the coal cellar is a gate jamb with a gate hook.

At Site 8 there were sunken walls and a walled track leading northwards.  On the E side of the E wall was a mound of rubble, 3m high, probably demolition from Site 4.

At Site 9 there were remains of single-storey, roofless brick structures and several areas of brick rubble, the remains of garden sheds or potting sheds/glasshouses.  No trace of the former structure at Site 10 was found.  The site is a long narrow promontory, which was revealed during the evaluation to be artificial, the result of the dumping of domestic waste and ashes and cinders from the boiler house attached to the walled garden.

The overgrown garden (Site 11) was bounded to the N by a ha-ha, 1.25m high with rounded copestones.

Site 12 is the site of a quarry into an outcrop of bedrock in a slope between the upper and lower fields.  The quarry is a tree-edged terrace, some 55.5m long by 9.72m wide; it stands 2m above the lower field.  The bedrock outcrop is some 18.63m long and 1.3m high and is topped by a drystone retaining wall, up to five courses high (1.1m).  There is an L-shaped edge of quarried stone in the ground.

The well (Site 13) was not located, although in its approximate position is a sequence of three manholes of concrete and brick.

There is no trace of the sundial (Site 14).

The foundations of the polygonal building (Site 15) enclose a rectangular opening, 0.75m by 0.55m into a round well-shaft, over 5.5m deep.  Nearby is a mound of stone rubble, probably demolition from the structure.  The structure was presumably a well house.

Site 17 appears to be a stone-lined pond, overgrown with vegetation.

Site 23 was largely overgrown with vegetation and covered by dumped branches.  Two adjacent moss-covered stones, each 0.60m long, 0.30m wide and 0.30m high were visible.

The former location of the modern house, Manrea (Site 24), was occupied by the site offices for Raynesway Construction, who were demolishing three piers of the former railway viaduct across the River Clyde.

Site 25 consists of a concrete lid over a brick-built soakaway.

Two open trenches, Sites 26 and 27, had been dug.  Site 26 was L-shaped, 10.3m NE/SW and 5.8m NW/SE.  It was 0.7m wide and up to 0.8m deep.  Natural clay lay at a depth of 0.4m, under tarmac (0.14m thick), red blaes (0.06m thick) and grey sandy silt and cobbles (0.28m thick).

Site 27 was 5.55m long, 0.8m wide and 0.8m deep.  Natural yellow clay lay at a depth of 0.62m, under topsoil (0.14m thick), red blaes (0.08m thick), cinders and greyish brown silty clay (0.4m).

Site 28 is the brick-built, stepped base of a statue, 1.45m across at the base.  Two rods project through the top to support the former statue.

Site 29 was initially thought to be the site of the sundial (Site 14).  It comprised a hole, 0.40m across and 0.38m deep.  Along its W side was a concrete slab.  The evaluation proved that this feature was a manhole for a sump (see below, Trench 56).

3.2 Evaluation (Illus 3 and 4)
Note:  In the trench numbering system the trenches numbered 80, 82, 84, 88, 90, 92, 94, and 96 were not excavated. 

Trench 01, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural silt and clay was 0.52-0.64m.   Four field drains were recorded.  Sondage, at trench E end 1.6m below site surface onto clay. 
Trench 02, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay averaged 15m.  Four ceramic field drains and one rubble field drain were cut into natural.
Trench 03, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural silty clay was 0.20-0.25m.  Three field drains rubble and ceramic were cut into natural.  Sondage in mid trench was excavated into stiff clay to depth of 1.5m below site surface.  
Trench 04, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.30-0.38m.  One field drain. 

Trench 05, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.23-0.25m.  One file drain.  Sondage into natural clay 1.02m deep from site surface.  Two field drains.  

Trench 06, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Made-up ground length of trench 1.10m-2m in depth over former topsoil with field drain.  Four sondages excavated.  Appears to be made up ground infilling natural dip or hollow.
Trench 07, measured, 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.25-0.30m.  Three field drains.

Trench 08, measured, 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Six sondages.  Depth to natural clay 0.66m-1.95m from site surface.  Made-up ground as in Trench 06 (T06), modern brick, rubble, soil, some plastic, some road material onto former ground surface.  As in T06 filling hollow or dip in ground.

Trench 09, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.30-0.40m from site surface.  Area of natural fragmented stone rubble at W end and four field drains.

Trench 10, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.80-1.08m through made-up ground with same infilling as in Trenches 06 and 08.  At east side of trench the natural ground rises so infilling lessens.  At 26m from trench W end was a linear N-S cut containing 19th century pottery, considered to be a plough furrow.
Trench 11, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay 0.30-0.44m below site surface.  Three field drains.
Trench 12, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.25-0.33m.  One field drain.

Trench 13, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay averaged 0.30m.  Four field drains
Trench 14, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.12-33m.  One field drain.
Trench 15, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay averaged 0.35m.  Five field drains.
Trench 16, measured 26x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.31-0.44m.  Some made-up ground in S end of trench 0.44m in depth containing 19th century pottery.  Two plough cuts 19th-20th century and one field drain.
Trench 17, measured 40x2m aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay 0.30m.  Seven field drains.

Trench 18, measured 30x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay average 0.33m.  Shallow makeup layer, loam, coal fragments, black grit, 19th century pottery maximum 0.29m in depth.  Adjacent to lodge hence pottery and makeup.
Trench 19, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay average 0.30m.  Five field drains.

Trench 20, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.14-0.26m.  One field drain.

Trench 21, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.20-0.25m.  Four field drains.  Sondage 1.5m in depth onto natural stiff clay, located 22m from trench S end.

Trench 22, measured 25x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.26-0.35m.  Small area of midden with 19th century pottery at 9m from trench S end.  Abundant 19th century pottery also in topsoil from adjacent lodge.
Trench 23, measured 40x2m, aligned SW-NE.  Depth to natural clay 0.30m.  Five field drains.
Trench 24, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.20-0.28m.  Remains of three modern plough scars between 20 and 25m from trench S end and three field drains.

Trench 25, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.30m.  Five field drains.

Trench 26, measured 33x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.20m.  Seven field drains.

Trench 27, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay 0.30m.  One field drain.
Trench 28, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.12-0.40m.  Two field drains.

Trench 29, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.20-0.30m.  Three field drains.  One engineer’s test pit at 7m from trench W end.
Trench 30, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay 0.20-0.40m.  Five field drains.

Trench 31, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay 0.25-035m.  Two field drains.  Sondage into natural found natural stiff clay at 0.20m.
Trench 32, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay 0.20-0.28m.  Seven field drains.

Trench 33, measured 40x2m, aligned EW.  Depth to natural clay 0.15-0.30m.  One field drain.

Trench 34, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay 0.33-38m.  Four field drains.

Trench 35, measured 40x2m, aligned NNE-SSW.  Depth to natural clay 0.20-0.25m.  Five modern plough furrows at trench SSW end.  Two field drains at trench NNE end.
Trench 36, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSE.  Depth to natural clay 0.16-0.23m.  Four field drains.  Three postholes with 19th century pottery and pieces of waterlogged wood, most likely fencing around ‘lodge’.

Trench 37, measured 40x2m, aligned NNE-SSW.  Depth to natural clay 0.20-25m.  Four field drains.  At 30m from trench SSW end was a modern test pit.
Trench 38, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Located NW corner of walled garden.  Depth to natural clay 0.34-38m.  Evidence of cinder path around walled garden just below topsoil.  Three modern postholes.  Four field drains.  Shallow ditch at edge of pathway at 34m from trench W end.
Trench 39, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay 0.25-30m.  Three modern plough furrows and three field drains.
Trench 40, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Located adjacent to demolished brick buildings close to NW corner of walled garden.  Depth to natural clay 0.20m.  Seven field drains/drains.  Two concrete foundation walls, concrete flooring associated with modern brick buildings, now demolished.  

Trench 41, measured 40x2m, aligned NNE-SSW.  Depth to natural clay 0.25-30m.  Two field drains.

Trench 42, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  W end of trench located close to demolished brick buildings NW of NW corner of walled garden.  Depth to natural clay was 0.33-38m.  Upper features in the trench comprised red brick floor, with drainage channels and drains and wall base just below site surface, below which were two ceramic drains and a pre-floor rubbish pit feature, cut (4204) containing bone and modern glass which was cut by a field drain.  At 15m from the trench W end was a brick sump, cut (4205) containing modern material, cinders, clay, charcoal, brick and fragments of glass.  At 21m from the trench W end was a squared off modern cut.  At 7m from the trench W end was a linear cut, 0.20m wide containing wooden blocks, cut (4207) function uncertain but considered to be associated with the nearby walled garden and pre dating the demolished brick building.  Eight field drains also crossed the trench.
Trench 43, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay 0.25-0.30m.  Two field drains and a modern engineer’s test pit.

Trench 44, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Located just to E of demolished brick buildings.  Depth to natural clay 0.38-0.50m.  System of field drains with branches at W trench end and also a soakaway.  Rectangular cut filled with garden soil with 19th century pottery, possibly a test pit, at 6m from trench W end.  Major culvert at depth of 0.48m aligned E-W, comprising red sandstone sides with capping slabs, 0.20m wide, possibly 18th century.  At 25m from trench W end was a rubble field drain.
Trench 45, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay 0.25-0.30m.  Two modern plough furrows and a ceramic drain.

Trench 46, measured 20x2m, aligned E-W.  Close to and parallel with walled garden N wall.  At the trench E end below topsoil was a concrete floor below which was disturbed natural containing coal flecks and small stones and a rectangular cut containing dark grit with occasional 19th century pottery sherds (not collected).  A tarmac pathway lay below topsoil at depth of 0.20m.  Below the pathway were compacted makeup layers of ash, cinders and soil layers down to a redeposited clay layer at a depth of 0.60m.  Depth to natural clay was 0.80m.  At trench W end was a rough culvert 0.60m wide with capping stones (4615) at a depth of about 0.50m. Between 10-15m two field drains crossed the trench.
Trench 48 (Illus 4) measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE, extending past NE corner of walled garden.  A complex of red ceramic drains between 0-27m measured from NW end.  At 37m from NW end was a red sandstone culvert (4805), 1.20m in total width, the capstones were at a depth of 0.44m, this was probably the same culvert as found in Trench 44.  Depth to natural clay was 0.33-0.38m.  
Trench 49, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  One field drain.

Trench 50 (Illus 4), measured 40x2m, aligned NNE-SSW.  Depth to natural clay about 0.40m at S end and 0.10m at N end.  Located parallel alongside E wall of walled garden on sloping ground.  At 3m from the trench S end set, on natural clay, was the corner of a red sandstone wall (5006) rough cut blocks 0.60m wide, one course high and aligned E-W and returning N-S.  A lead water pipe ran along the S outside edge of the E-W section of the wall and was probably associated with the nearby well.  At 13.50m from the trench S end a red ceramic field drain crossed the trench.  At 15m from the trench S end was a second red sandstone wall (5008) 0.60m wide was cut by a ceramic drain.  Walls (5006) and (5008) appeared to be parallel and were about 1.60m apart.  Adjoining wall (5008) and continuing S was wall (5010) which returned to the E at 0.29m as wall (5018) a sherd of 19th century pottery was found in association with this wall.   Wall (5012) abutted wall (5010) and was aligned in an E-W direction.  Between 32 and 35m from the trench S end were two deep adjacent square cuts, one filled with loam and gravel with 19th century pottery (5017) and one with cobbles and a ceramic drain pipe (associated with a toilet) (5015).  Walls found in this trench were considered to be associated with the remains the 18th  century building predating the demolished Craighead House.  The W wall of this 18th century building is partly preserved in the E wall of the walled garden.  Wall 5018 appeared to be a continuation of a projecting wall stub in the E wall of the walled garden.  All the walls in this trench were set on the natural boulder clay and were only a few centimetres below the current site surface and therefore had little in the way of archaeological stratification.  No dating evidence earlier than 18th century was found.
Trench 51, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.25-0.40m.  In centre of trench a deposit of 19th century pottery (5103), from ridge of dumped rubbish immediately to the S.

Trench 52, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.44m.  Located diagonally within the W side of the walled garden.  Below topsoil was a layer of light brown silty clay with 19th century pottery sherds.  At 21m from the trench SW end was an interior garden path made up of sandstone rubble topped by gravel.  Five field drains.
Trench 53, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m at the E end.  A stepped cut about 2m in overall height was made at the trench W end into the side of a prominent ridge which revealed that the ridge was manmade comprising 19th century domestic rubbish waste (5303), ash, cinders with abundant pottery.  Three rubble field drains.

Trench 54, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.28-0.34m.  Eight field drains.  Located diagonally within the E side of the walled garden and parallel to Trench 52.  Virtually the same deposits as in Trench 52 and no new information. 
Trench 55, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.30m.  A band of gravel, probably a riverside path was found in the topsoil.  Four field drains and an engineer’s test pit were also recorded.
Trench 56 (Illus 4), measured 35x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.55m.  The trench was located along the S wall of the walled garden.  At the trench E end a modern concrete floor over brick extended 3m into the trench.  Measured from the E end, between 5 and 7m into the trench was a red sandstone wall 0.40-0.50m wide (5603) aligned E-W cut by a drain at its E end.  A stone culvert and a parallel field drain ran from 9-17m E-W across the trench and entered a rubble soakaway containing broken roof tile.  At 19m, adjacent to the rubble soakaway was a 1.20m square stone manhole (5607) with field drains entering.  This was located in the N-S pathway opposite the centre of the gateway into the walled garden.  Another stone culvert ran across the trench on the W side of manhole (5707) between 20-35m as measured from the E end of the trench.  At the trench W end were two small areas of dumped black gravel containing animal bone and some 19th century pottery sherds and a dump of brick fragments. 
Trench 57, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.15-0.25m.  One modern plough furrow was noted in the E end of the trench.

Trench 58, measured 40x2m, aligned NNE-SSW.  Depth to natural clay was  c 2.87m at the N end and 0.35m at the S end.  This trench was located over a deep layer of modern assorted rubble levelling up sloping ground to the NW of the site of Craighead House.  At 20m from the trench E end was a concrete and brick floor, an outbuilding for Craighead House.  At 0.35 from the trench N end was a large tree bole.
Trench 59, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.30m.  Six field drains were recorded.

Trench 60, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.23-0.50m.  The E end of the trench cut into the rubble of the demolished Craighead House while the remainder of the trench to the W was cut through an asphalt path.  Measuring from the W end, between 3 and 5m a sondage was excavated down 0.90m from the site surface into stiff clay.  At 10m two iron pipes crossed the trench.  At 18m was a small circular cut, possibly a posthole with modern pottery.  Between 20-26m were three field drains.  At 33m was an iron gas pipe.  At 37m was a cable covered by a wooden plank cover.  At the trench E end was the demolition rubble of Craighead House.
Trench 61, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.30m.  At 26m and 35m from the trench NE were two sets of modern plough scars.  Seven field drains were recorded.

Trench 62, measured 50x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.30-0.34m.  This trench was located S of the site of Craighead House.  It revealed three large capped square culverts approximately 0.80m in width with a 0.30m wide channel.  There were six field drains.  Two iron pipes, one gas, also crossed the trench.  At 39m from the trench W end was a modern test pit.
Trench 63, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.15-0.30m.  Two field drains.
Trench 64, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.32m.  Six field drains and a gas pipe crossed the trench.

Trench 65, measured 42x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  Four field drains.  Small semi-circular cut with loose fleck clay, function unknown.  
Trench 66, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  The trench contained two culverts and nine field drains..

Trench 67 measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.25m.  Two field drains crossed the trench.
Trench 68, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  Seven field drains and one iron pipe crossed the trench.

Trench 69, measured 40x2m, aligned SW-NE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  Seven field drains crossed the trench.  At 5m from the trench SW end two possible furrows crossed the trench.
Trench 70, measured 25x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.47m.  Eight field drains crossed the trench.

Trench 71, measured 40x2m, aligned SW-NE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.25m.  Eight field drains crossed the trench.  At the W end of the trench was a modern test pit.

Trench 72, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.14m.  The trench was crossed by six field drains and two larger rubble drains.
Trench  73, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.25m.  The trench was crossed lengthwise by one field drain.

Trench 74, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  One field drain crossed the SE end of the trench.

Trench 75, measured 42x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.25m. Ten field drains crossed the trench.
Trench 76, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.25.  Two possible plough furrows crossed the trench.
Trench 77, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.30m.  At the W end of the trench were two plough scars.  Measuring from the trench W end, at 6.50m a fieldstone wall 0.47m wide (7703) crossed the trench and at 11.50m another field stone wall, 0.85m wide (7704) crossed the trench.  The walls were 4m apart and may represent two phases of boundary walls.  Seven field drains crossed the trench.
Trench 78, measured 40x2m, aligned NE-SW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  At 10m 17m and 26m from the trench NE end three modern plough furrows crossed the trench.  Five field drains crossed the trench.
Trench 79, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  One rubble field drain extended down the trench and a later field drain crossed the trench cutting the rubble drain. 

Trench 80, number not used.
Trench 81, measured 42x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  The trench was crossed by six field drains.  At 23m from the trench E end was a 50x60m modern brick base of unknown function.  
Trench 82 number not used.
Trench 83, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSW.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  This trench was crossed by two field drains.

Trench 84 number not used.
Trench 85, measured 40x2m, aligned SW-NE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.25m.  At the SW end of the trench was a pink red clay which contained random small-medium boulders.  Two rubble and one ceramic drain crossed the trench.

Trench 86, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  This trench was located on the NE side of the demolished Craighead House.  At 23m from the NE end of the trench was a rubble and ceramic drain.  Two other drains also crossed this trench.  At 0.25m from the trench NE end was a circular feature, cut into natural, containing a central core of clean silty clay (8607) 1.15m in diameter with an outer ring 0.15-0.20m wide of grey silt and gravely silt (8605).  This feature was below 0.20m of redeposited clay.  The function and date of this feature was not ascertained it may have been for planting or possibly the base for a statue.
Trench 87, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  There were no features present in this trench. 

Trench 88 number not used.
Trench 89 measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.25m.  Seven field drains crossed this trench.  At 22m from the trench W end was a modern test pit.
Trench 90 number not used.
Trench 91, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.15-0.25m.  Seven field drains crossed this trench.  At 6m from the trench W end was a medium sized boulder within the natural clay.  At 33m from the trench W end was a modern test pit. 
Trench 92 number not used.
Trench 93, measured 40x2m, aligned N-S.  Depth to natural clay was 0.15-0.25m.  This trench had four field drains crossing it.

Trench 94 number not used.
Trench 95, measured 40x2m, aligned NW-SE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  This trench had five field drains crossing it. 

Trench 96 number not used.
Trench 97, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.15-0.20m.  At 23m and 38m from the trench N end were modern plough scars.

Trench 98, measured 40x2m, aligned SW-NE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.30m.  This trench had six field drains crossing it.

Trench 99, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20-0.30m.  This trench had one field drain running down its length.

Trench 100, measured 40x2m, aligned E-W.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  This trench had seven field drains crossing it.
Trench 101, measured 40x2m, aligned NNW-SSE.  Depth to natural clay was 0.20m.  This trench had two field drains crossing it.

3.3 Interpretation

From the trench descriptions above it can be seen that only the trenches excavated to the N, S and E of the walled garden had archaeological features that could be interpreted as potentially significant.  Most of the features in this area were associated with drainage, walls and floors and services of outbuildings associated with 19th century Craighead House.  No dating evidence was found to indicate that the site of Craighead House and its predecessor had medieval origins.  In the fields nothing was found that indicated medieval agriculture activity nor was there any indication of any earlier activity.
In Trench 50 however, foundations were uncovered (5006), (5008), (5010) (5012) and (5018) that appeared to represent the house predating the early 19th century Craighead House.  On the Roy plan (1747), Roy shows a U-shaped house at Craighead with an adjacent courtyard within tree-lined enclosures.  On the 1st edition OS plan Roy’s U formation is shown as three building ranges (described as ‘Offices’) round a courtyard, with the walled garden E wall incorporating the W walls of the W range of the ‘Offices’.  These W walls are still extant, forming part of the E wall of the walled garden.
In Trench 48, to the N of Trench 50, only field drains and modern concrete were revealed indicating that the ‘Offices’ did not extend this far N or did not extend to the E as far as the S end of Trench 48.
In Trench 56, close to the S wall of the walled garden, one wall (5603) was found  that may be associated with the house shown on Roy’s 1747 plan.
3.4 Conclusions 

Only Trench 50 revealed potentially significant archaeology in the form of walls seemingly related to the house shown on Roy’s plan of 1747.  Elements of the W side of this house survived in the upstanding E wall of the walled garden.
3.5 Recommendations for Further Work
As the walled garden contained the remains of the W walls of the W wing of the 18th century Craighead House in its E wall, SUAT recommended that a building survey should be undertaken to record the E wall prior to demolition.  This included removing of any vegetation that may be obscuring the walls.  The survey required the use of an EDM for the measurement of openings and to record changes in build, as well as a photographic record of digital images on both sides of the E wall.  As the N, W and S walls are arguably of less historic interest these were recorded by photographic survey only.  WoSAS, archaeological advisors to South Lanarkshire Council, agreed with the recommendations regarding the recording of the walled garden.

3.6 Walled Garden Survey (Illus 5)
3.6.1 History
The walled garden of the former Craighead House is centred on OS NGR NS 7045 5775.  Roy’s map 1747-55 shows the U-shaped construction of Craighead House while the 1st edition Ordnance Survey, 1860’s, shows the walled garden with a U-shaped complex with its W wing attached to the garden’s E wall.  The main element of this complex is towards the wall’s S end.  There is a smaller, separate building attached to the E wall’s N end at the NE corner.  This layout appears to represent two ranges with a courtyard between, open at the N end, with a likely pend or arch at the S end.  The inside of the walled garden is quartered by pathways.  This map also shows the main Craighead mansion to the E of the U-shaped complex.  Various editions of OS maps show a complex of medium sized and small units arranged against the outside of the garden’s E wall, and an E range of small buildings opposite these, separated by a courtyard.  The building ranges along with the main Craighead House were demolished around 2002, leaving only the W walls and wall stubs in the garden’s E wall.
3.6.2 Methodology
The survey of the walled garden took place on 30th April, 1-2nd May and 6th May 2008 in good, mainly dry conditions.  The most important wall was the E wall, as it contained elements of the 18th-19th century predecessor to Craighead House which over time had been remodelled.  The east wall of the walled garden represents a succession of walls of different buildings that together formed a N-S orientated range of small buildings or units.  The range has recently been demolished, leaving only the W walls standing to keep the integrity of the walled garden.  The inside of the walled garden represents the original exterior or W face of the range, while the E face represents the interior W side of the range.  For recording purposes the walls were divided into convenient units, defined by changes in construction, such as the positions of return walls (walls at 90º to the main garden wall).  The E wall of the garden contained units 1-11 numbered from S to N, the N wall units 12-20 numbered from E to W, the W wall contained units 21-25 numbered from N to S, and the S wall contained units 26-34 numbered from W to E.  The garden formed a square with sides measuring 54m in length.  The garden was set on the N slope, down towards the River Clyde, between OD heights of 47m north side and 43m south side.
3.6.3 Results
The basic structural phasing of the walled garden was recorded and a small number of hidden or obscured features were revealed and interpreted.  These findings were mainly confined to the E wall in units 1-11; these revealed the following.
Unit I

Unit I at the S end of the E wall of the garden comprised a rubble-built wall with a cement rendered E face.  The S side of this unit was formed by an upstanding rubble wall which contained a well-constructed window jamb and sill.  The N side was formed by a keyed wall stub.   This unit was considered to be part of the original 18th century structure.  The S garden wall was later abutted to it.  Examination of the W face of this wall, inside the garden, revealed rubble build and no further features such as blocked windows. 
Unit 2

Unit 2 comprised a cement rendered rubble wall with two animal stall divisions, providing three bays.  Five large bore ceramic pipes had been slapped through the wall at stall height for ventilation.  The stalls were brick built and cement rendered with ceramic troughs, two to a stall, set on the floor.  Inside the garden the outer face of this wall revealed two blocked windows, representing two earlier phases of use.  One window was blocked with rubble while the other had been blocked with brick.  The use for stalling animals represented the last phase of use for this building unit.  The north side of this unit, where the cement rendering finished, appeared to have had a brick return wall abutting the main rubble wall.  
Unit 3

This unit had two splayed window openings.  The S window had remains of plaster above it and on its S side.  Below the S window was a blocked fireplace with splayed sides.  The flue for this fireplace was formed within the wall and was routed around the N side of the window.  The N window had the remains of a fireplace on its N side with the flue running up through the wall interior.  The two fireplaces would suggest that originally this room or unit was lived in and that there would have been an internal wall between the two windows, but there was no trace of this.   It is probable that the internal wall was of brick and abutted the main wall, leaving no trace when it was demolished.  The N side of Unit 3 was formed by a keyed wall stub which had been made flush to the main walls of Units 3 and 4.  The outside face of the main wall was of good red sandstone ashlar.
Unit 4

Unit 4 contained one splayed window.  This unit appeared to represent an original build that had been raised to form an upper level with the upper part being of pale yellow sandstone and the original lower part of red sandstone.  Bricked up beam slots for the original (much lower) roof are evident at the top of the red sandstone build.  There is evidence of an ashlar window jamb, in the upper masonry N return wall stub, for a N facing window at the same level as the window in the main wall.  The exterior of the main wall is of good ashlar.  It was considered that this unit along with Units 1, 2 and 3 formed the original 18th century build prior to the construction of the walled garden.
Unit 5
Unit 5 was quite narrow, it abutted the return wall of Unit 4 and contained one large splayed window.  The wall had been cement rendered and where the cement had fallen away above the window was a cartouche set into the window lintel.  The cartouche contained a date but was unreadable.  Closer inspection revealed that the window had been formed from an original doorway into the garden which had been blocked at the bottom.  An in-situ door hinge pin was observed when some of the rendering was removed from the N side window jamb, indicating a door that would have opened into the garden.  When the window replaced the door, beam slots for roofing were cut above the window lintel.  The ground level here was substantially lower than that of unit 4.  The boundary between Unit 5 and Unit 6 was marked by a gap in the cement rendering which indicates that a wall, probably of brick, formed an abutting return wall at this point.  With regard to the cartouche over the former doorway it is interesting to speculate that the unreadable date would no doubt be referring to the completion of the construction of the walled garden into which the doorway opened.
Unit 6

This unit comprised a cement rendered wall with four sets of double stalls and ceramic troughs set at floor level.  There were 12 (three to a stall) ceramic ventilation pipes slapped through the wall.  No windows were visible on the E side but on the wall W side a small blocked window probably for ventilation could be seen below the wall head.  The N edge of this unit was formed by a gap in the rendering between Units 6 and 7 which indicated that a return wall had abutted the main wall leaving no stonework/brickwork when it was demolished.  The last use of this unit had been for the stalling of animals.
Unit 7

Unit 7 comprised a plain cement rendered wall with no windows or other ventilation.  Between Unit 7 and Unit 8 there was a gap in the rendering indicating that internal return wall had abutted the main wall.  Its last use may have been as a store room.
Unit 8
This unit was cement rendered to a height of 2.20m.  It contained one small square opening, for ventilation, at the top of the cement rendering.  Above the rendering the wall was not covered and could be seen to be roughly built.  The N boundary of this unit was formed by the stub of a substantial keyed return wall.  This unit may have served as a cold room.
Unit 9
This unit was lined with white glazed tiles for about two thirds of the height and contained one large splayed sash and case window, also lined with tiles.  The west side of the wall was constructed in good ashlar and the window had good moulded surrounds.  Above the tile line were beam slots and above these the wall continued as roughly built on the inside.  Marking the N edge of this unit was the stub of a white glazed brick wall.  This room was evidently a very hygienic ‘preparation room’. 
Unit 10

Unit 10 was similar to Unit 9.  It also had white glazed tiles and a well built sash and case window.  In the north corner was the cemented outline of a boiler or stove with a flue cut into the wall.  A chimney for the stove, made from white glazed bricks, extended above the wall head.  Beam slots were located just above the top line of tiles.  The N side of this unit had been formed by a brick return wall.  The W face of the wall was of good ashlar construction.  It seems very likely that Units 9 and 10 had a joint function, perhaps preparing dairy products, and were no doubt connected internally, although they had slightly different floor levels.
Unit 11

This was the northernmost unit of the walled garden E wall with its N end forming the NE corner of the garden.  It comprised a rubble built wall that had been whitewashed.  At the N end the whitewash finished short of the wall edge indicating the line of a former abutting return wall.  There were beam slots just above the top of the whitewash line.  The simple whitewash finish to the wall would indicate that this unit may have been used for storage or as a workshop, and no doubt had windows in the now demolished N end return wall.
3.6.4 General Conclusions

The recording of the E wall of the walled garden revealed eleven units, compartments or rooms with differing functions.  Units 1, 2, 3 and 4 were most probably the original 18th century build, although Unit 1 being of rubble build is of a much lower standard of construction.  There was no window in the E wall, which could indicate that it had windows in its N wall and therefore originally stood alone, with the ashlar built Units 2, 3, and 4 coming later.  Unit 4 appears to have been raised with the addition of an upper floor abutting the N side of Unit 3.  Unit 5 represented an original doorway into the walled garden.  The date cartouche over the doorway most probably indicates the year of completion of the walled garden.  The keyed wall stubs at either end of Unit 6 indicate that this was originally built as a single building.  Units 7 and 8 were also at one time a single unit bounded by keyed wall stubs.  Units 9, 10 and 11 were originally a single unit as indicated by the row of beam slots that represent a single roof line.
