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LE TC 93 Small Finds Assessment

Bone, Wood, Copper Alloy, Ironwork and Ceramic

Introduction

This assessment includes the bone, wood, copper alloy iron and ceramic material, which number fifty two objects in all. The majority of the objects in the assemblage are in fragmentary condition with a small selection of complete items including one coin. The material, some with context numbers, is dated generally to between the late Medieval period (see conclusion) and the nineteenth century.

Bone

The one bone object is a small double sided ,incomplete, comb with a height of 5.5 centimetres and a thickness of 0.25 centimetres. It is dated by the pottery and glass from the same context, (325), to between 1600 and 1850.

Wood

The only object here is a ‘churn’ brush from context (459). It actually comprises of a wooden handle, pointed at one end, and the remains of bristles which are secured to the handle by copper alloy wire. The context is dated by pottery to between 1500 and 1900

Copper Alloy

This group is comprised of eleven objects. The majority of these are dress related items and are two pins, a button and two? buckles and come from contexts (240 and 406), (323) and (406) respectively one buckle being unstratified. The stratified objects range in date (pottery and glass) from between 1500 and 1900. A circular handle escutcheon plate from an item of furniture also has the same date range as it also comes from context (240). A coin of William III (1694-1702) is unstratified as is an item of industrial waste and another coin?

Ironwork

This is by far the largest group in any one material and numbers thirty six small finded items. A number of small finds, because of the nature of retrieval, include more than one object. Nails make up the vast majority of the objects and are to be found from eighteen different contexts ranging in date from between 1350 and 1900. Other structural related items are also to be found including a hook or pintle from context 

(202) and straps from contexts (25) and (433). All ranging in date from between 1350 to 1900.

Ceramic

Of the three small finds in this group, one is a stamp, (286), made of Blanc de Chine porcelain and comes from De Hua province, China. The figurine surmounting the stamp block appears to be a monkey, which is rear among Blanc de Chine animal miniatures, and is dated to c. 1720. The remaining two objects are hair (wig) curlers from (200), which is broadly dated to between 1500 to 1900, with the objects belonging to probably to the early eighteenth century.

Conclusion

The broad date ranges given to the objects discussed are a result of currently unrefined pottery dates especially with regard to the early dates i.e. 1350. Clarification of this information while almost certainly place all of the contexts in the post medieval period. The later, end dates, are generally related to the glass finds and are fairly well established. Unfortunately , with the exception of one or two items, these small finds are not easily placed into any refined date ranges, due to there broad period of use and very general types. A small amount of further research with regard to one or two of the objects, button (323) and the comb (325) may be of some benefit to the excavation as a whole.
